WHAT IS A POLL WATCHER? 

Poll watchers are people who work for one of the parties or a candidate. Any member of the public is allowed to look at the Roster of Voters or Street Index, including poll watchers.

As a poll watcher you will watch a poll a few times a day to see which of your identified supporters have voted so that you can make phone calls to supporters that have not yet voted to encourage them to vote. Additionally, you should watch for any signs of voter suppression and or violations of voting rights. Be courteous at all times. 

HOURS 

Polls should be monitored a few times a day. Hours vary depending on the candidates plans, but usually involve checking the polls throughout the day. Important times for election integrity issues are opening (7am-9am) and closing (7pm-9pm). Candidates prefer to check polls a minimum of three times a day (10a, 2p,5p)

From Election Manual: General Election, November 7, 2006 (pages 67-68): instructions to workers on how to update the Street Indexes.

UPDATING STREET INDEXES
Each Precinct will receive three (3) Street Indexes.  One is for the Poll Workers Table. Two are to be posted on the wall in the precinct, and available to the public.

One of the posted Street Indexes should be updated every hour by lining out voters who voted during that hour.  The other posted copy remains unmarked.

The Street Index Assistant sits next to the Check In Assistant.  While the Check In Assistant finds the voter’s name on the roster, the Street index Assistant is responsible for locating the voter’s address on the street index at the poll worker table and making a check mark next to it.  The Street Index Assistant will also update the posted street index—see instructions below and view samples on Election Day Job Descriptions—Street Index Assistant.
