I am forwarding a Violation Complaint and supporting material for the Grossmont Healthcare District election in November 2004 for your review and action.
The complaint centers on Mr. Jim Stieringer spending in excess of $38,000 on two other candidates in the same election he was running, and the other two candidates not reporting any of the expenditures. I have endeavored to provide as much information as prudent and reasonable so that your staff can easily verify my estimates and the facts pertaining to this complaint.  As you will see, Ms Evans and Mr. Maksin did claim to have paid for the ad (in the ad) that appeared in the Union Tribune and had their photo taken by a professional, but no Form 460 was filed. In fact, my calculations indicate that Ms. Evans and Mr. Maksin both spent (or Mr. Jim Stieringer spent for them) in excess of $19,000.on the election
Every attempt has been made to make this complaint as complete as possible for your review of the facts (58 pages) My estimates of costs for the two candidates (Ms Evans & Mr. Maksin) that filled only the Form 470 for this election, are based on my experience as a candidate in the same election and talking with the publishers of several slate mailers.  When many of the slate mailer publishers were contacted prior to the election, they informed me that Mr. Stieringer had already reserved all (3) three spots for their mailer.  As you can well assume, the election was to fill three (3) board seats. Two witnesses that I have listed on the Violation Complaint, Ms. McErary and Mr.Yarris had similar experiences when trying to purchase space on the slate mailers; they both were candidates for the Grossmont Healthcare District Board.
